We are getting excited here 

at the Kafakumba Training 

Center with the approach-

ing new session of Pastor’s 

School. Last year we 

graduated 28 students and 

it has been encouraging to 

see their progress through-

out this year.  

On a sad note, our dear 

friend and Pastor who 

graduated last year, John 

Pintu, died a few months 

ago leaving Rhoida 

(pronounced Roy Dah) a 

widow of only 28 years 

with 2 children. The Ndola 

Town Center has taken 

Rhoida and children into 

our care, and she has al-

ready brought “life” in or-

ganizing a new “praise 

team” style choir. Rhoida 

will also be joining our 

staff at KPS in working 

with the wives of Pastor’s 

and children. 

As we approach this ses-

sion of KPS, we will be 

receiving about 20 new 

students and so the process 

of training and making dis-

ciples continues. Pastor’s 

School runs the months of 

May and June with a sec-

ond session in October and 

November for Congo Pas-

tor’s who travel to Zambia 

for their session.  
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Kafakumba Training Center 

To clarify any confusion, the 

grounds, facility and locale 

are known as KAFAKUMBA 

TRAINING CENTER.  On 

the grounds there is a wood-

working factory, banana plan-

tations, aloe vera farming, 

fish farming, cattle, bees pro-

ducing honey, and a few other 

projects including the chicken 

project that Ken oversees.  

 

Kafakumba Pastor’s School is 

an event in and of itself which 

takes place on the retreat cen-

ter grounds of the Kafakumba 

Training Center.  It is an in-

ternational training center 

with students coming from all 

over Africa. The mission and 

goal of the KTC is to the 

whole aspect of life including: 

Spiritual development; eco-

nomic development and stew-

ardship; and social develop-

ment within the local commu-

nity.  

 

The whole idea is one of 

training Christians who can 

then move in the area of self 

sustaining programs and pro-

jects – Christians who are 

able to stand for Jesus Christ 

and then to make a spiritual, 

economic and social differ-

ence within their community 

and world.

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Our son Joshua has been with us since 

last September, taking time off from 

school to come and work with us on the 

development of the chicken project.  We 

have been up and going for 2 years now 

and things are growing. We are beginning 

to see our goal of training Pastor’s and 

churches short term economic develop-

ment that will aid and assist in paying 

their pastor’s salary and establishing a 

budget for programs and ministry.  We 

had over 8,000 chickens at Christmas and 

a lot of happy people enjoyed their 

Christmas meal! 

 

One of our Pastor’s who is working and 

learning the chicken business to imple-

ment into his church is a graduate of Pas-

tor’s school.  Recently, his wife, who was 

expecting, went into labor. They called on 

Debbie to take her to the clinic to deliver. 

On the way to the clinic the woman had 2 

very intense contractions, and Debbie 

stopped the car on both occasions to de-

liver the baby on the spot.  After both of 

the contractions subsided they were able 

to continue on to the clinic where they 

rushed the woman in to the reception and 

the baby was born in reception!   

 

Mother and baby are both doing well and 

when Debbie went to bring them home 

from the clinic the mother announced the 

name of the baby: “Mamadebbie” (one 

word).  Yes, she will go through life be-

ing called Mamadebbie Katembo! (see 

Picture)  

emailed us the end of January to say that there 

were “insufficient” funds to cover our Febru-

ary salary. Somehow we manage to survive 

without going hungry or sleeping in the 

streets.  Again, the end of March the email 

came that we would only have enough for 

partial salary.  Before I could email back, she 

emailed to say that very day they received a 

check that would cover the balance of our 

salary. We are living from month to month 

and know that God is able to supply our needs.
